Notis Georgiou was born in 1976. He graduated with honors from the Franz Liszt Academy in composition,
guitar performance and orchestral conducting. In the history of the Institution and the Hungarian Ministry of
Education, only he has been allowed, due to exceptional talent, to complete a 5-year course in only 3 years. He
also studied composition and conducting in Florence with masters such as Carlo Maria Giulini, Piero Bellugi,
Zubin Mehta, Rudolf Barshai, Yuri Simonov, Marek Janowski, Gianluigi Gelmetti and Péter EGtvos.

At 17, he won the International guitar competition in Hungary and its audience prize. This resulted to a series
of world premiers and dedications by several European masters, among other that of the first Hungarian guitar
concerto by the famous composer Rdzsa.

While still a first year conducting student, Hungary entrusted him for 6 years the post of Conductor and
Manager of the Symphony Orchestra of the Ministry of Interior as well as the post of Conductor, Artistic
Director and Chamber Music Professor at the Béla Bartok Music Academy State University, during his last year
of studies.

Since 2006, he has been working as the Conductor of the world famous Budapest Concert Orchestra, mainly
known through its participation in the prestigious project ,the 3 tenors” featuring Domingo, Carreras and
Pavarotti, and since 2003 as Artistic Director and Conductor of the Vass Lajos Orchestra, an institution with
special stress on modern and contemporary music.

He has served in numerous festivals, productions, workshops, recording projects, orchestras, choirs and Opera
theatres in Hungary and abroad as founder, conductor, artistic director, organizer, manager, soloist, chamber
musician, correpetiteur and accompanist, as well as a translator from and to Italian, English, Hungarian,
Modern and Ancient Greek and French.

He regularly appears in the double role of guitar/keyboard soloist and conductor. His enormous repertoire of
operatic, orchestral, vocal, chamber music and ballet works is always conducted by memory.

For his activities he has received several honours and international prizes, the most important being his
election, at the unprecedentedly early age of 32, as member of the European Academy of Sciences and Arts,
numbering among others, 25 Nobel Prize winners. Previous honours include Honorary Jury Membership of the
International Festival of Palais des Beaux Arts, Brussels.



At the age of 34 he performed as a conductor in the prestigious Berlin Philharmonic Hall.

Soloist collaborations include tenor Andrei llyushnikov (Kirov Opera), Eva Marton, llona Tokody, Andrea Rost,
Vilmos Szabadi, Helsinki Filharmonic Choir, Cyprien Katsaris, Martino Tirimo e.o.

In 2012 he won the First Prize in the ballet composition competition “The Abduction of Europe”, announced on
the occasion of the Cypriot EU presidency.

In 2013 Notis Georgiou will have the honour to conduct the Hungarian National Opera in the first performances
of Erkel’s opera “Hunyadi Laszl6” upon the reopening of the Erkel Theatre, the largest Central European Opera
House with over 2000 seats. “Hunyadi Laszl6” is considered the first Hungarian Opera. This music work is
immensely important for Hungarian culture and is compared with what “Ruslan and Lyudmila” stands
for Russia or “The Bartered Bride” for the Czech.

Susan Marku grew up in a music environment. She studied piano, recorder and music theory. At the
age of 11, she received her first guitar. Soon after, she gave her first recital at the age of 14 and won
the Hungarian Youth Competition.

Very soon, the lute and the guitar literature will win her. She continued her studies at the Liszt
Academy, graduating as a soloist with distinction. She completed her studies in Florence Italy with
Alfonso Borghese, who noted Susan’s geometrical approach regarding the instrument and its
technique. She attended masterclasses held by Mislivecek, Jesus Sanchez, Wurdinger, Zabka, David
Russel e.o.

She teaches at the «Georg Solti» National Music School. Numerous students of her have won
distinctions and prizes in national and international competitions.In 2008 she was awarded by the
Budapest Municipality for her contribution to the music education of the city.

As the DODECACHORDON guitar duo with Notis Georgiou, they have been performing and recording
since 1995. For their activites, which include numerous world premieres, they have been repeatedly
awarded.

She performs and records with Vassilis Tenidis’ guitar, which the composer and guitarist donated to
her out of love and appreciation. With the same instrument Vassilis Tenidis participated in the most
important recordings of Hadjidakis and Theodorakis.

When the composer and the duo first met, in 2004, he donated them a copy of his very demanding
work ,, Rebetiki Suite”. 4 days later, as a reward, the duo performed the work. The composer was
astonished: ,Listening to the Dodecachordon Duo performing my work, | feel, for the first time,
justified.” Apparently, this was the world premiere of the complete work.

Both the audience and the critics praise Susan’s impeccable technique, her exceptional musicality
and the unprecedented coherence of the duo.

Her appearances reflect a conscious and devoted approach towards the instrument and the works,
strongly characterized by an effortless expressiveness

Her wide ranged repertoire features music from the renaissance to contemporary works, of which a
significant part are personal transcriptions, as well as adaptations and compositions of Notis
Georgiou.

Particular emphasis is given to applied performances of the duo, accompanied by projection,
evenings of literature, dance and visual arts.

For her contribution to the propagation of Greek culture and especially Cyprus, she has been
awarded by the President of the Republic of Cyprus and the Greek Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

She speaks English, Italian, Hungarian and Greek.
